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1.0 SCOPE

The scope of our services has included the following items:

Reviewing the results of our earlier subsurface soil explorations at the site, as
documented by the following reports:

Conducting seven (7) additional auger borings to better define the nature and
condition of the subsurface soils.

Reviewing each soil sample obtained in our field testing program by a geotechnical
engineer in the laboratory for further investigation, classification and assignment of
laboratory tests.

Performing laboratory tests on selected samples.

Analyzing the existing soil conditions with respect to the suitability of the soils for
use as fill (considering both their physical characteristics and radon potential) and
the depth to the top of the aquiclude underlying the surficial aquifer.

Preparing this report to document the results of our field testing program,
engineering analysis and recommendations.

2.0 FIELD EXPLORATION PROGRAM

Our earlier subsurface soil explorations at the site included performing numerous hand auger

borings, auger borings and Standard Penetration Test (SPT) borings at selected locations on the

site. These borings were performed primarily within the lake areas which were proposed at that

time.

The hand auger borings were performed to a relatively shallow (approximately 4 to 6 feet) depth,

primarily to provide information to estimate the seasonal high water table. Due to the limited depth,

the hand auger borings yield relatively little data that is of value in assessing the quality of available

fill materials within the proposed excavation depth of the lakes.
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The locations of all borings performed within or near the “Heritage Harbour North” area, both from
our previous explorations and our new explorations, are shown on the attached Figure 1, with the
exception of the shallow hand auger borings. The following provides a brief description of our

previous explorations, followed by a discussion of our new explorations.

2.1 Previous Explorations
Our report dated May 15, 2000 included three (3) SPT borings to depths of 30 to 50 feet in or near
the subject site. These are identified as Boring Nos. 1B to 3B. Their locations are shown on the

attached Figure 1 and their soil boring logs are included in Appendix 1.

Our report of November 10, 1997, presented the results of our preliminary subsurface soil
exploration at the site. This exploration included performing thirteen (13) auger borings to a depth
of 30 feet within or near the subject site (Heritage Harbour North). These borings are identified as
Boring Nos. P4, P5, P7 to P16 and P22 on the attached Figure 1. The soil boring logs for these
borings are included in Appendix | of this report. These preliminary auger borings were not staked
in the field, but were located in the field utilizing an aerial photograph, available site landmarks and

a 100-foot tape. The test boring locations should be considered accurate to the degree implied.

Our report dated August 5, 1999 presented the results of a geohydrological exploration for the site.
This included performing numerous SPT, auger and hand auger borings within proposed lake
areas and surrounding existing lakes. The hand auger borings were generally performed to a
depth of approximately 6 feet, and the auger and SPT borings to a depth of 20 to 25 feet. The
auger and SPT borings within or near the subject site are identified as Borings Nos. 47, 54, and
69. Their locations are shown on the attached Figure 1 and the soil boring logs are included in
Appendix |. The locations or soil boring logs for the hand auger borings are not included in this

report due to the considerations discussed in Section 2.0 above.
